From the Vicar 

Well, 2009 has seen some momentous changes in the life of the Anglican Church in Heathmont, East Ringwood, 

Park Orchards and Ringwood areas.  The new parish of Mullum Mullum has been formed out of the successful 

merger of Djerrnong and Ringwood/Park Orchards parishes.  We can look forward to an exciting time in the future as 

we see this new parish grow into a strong and vibrant presence in this area.  

 

In the coming year we will begin the planning process for the development of the Ringwood site.  We need to 

determine exactly what we want to do on the site. This includes providing adequate worship spaces to meet the 

diverse worship styles of our community.  It includes providing sufficient multipurpose rooms that can be used to 

develop ministry to all ages.  We also need to increase our office and storage space that will help us to expand our 

ministry opportunities.   There is also the long term goal of developing a ófresh expression of churchô that will be 

seeking to reach people who would not normally come to a church building.  As you can see this whole process will 

be far reaching and I would encourage you to pray for the planning group that they may be led by the Holy Spirit in 

all their discussions. We are not simply interested in building new church premises so that we can have a modern 

comfortable church.  Our primary goal is to reach out into the community so that we can tell others about the 

amazing love of Jesus.  We need to ensure that our buildings help us to achieve this goal. 

 

The new parish is also expanding the ministry team in 2010 to include a part-time Youth Worker.  This will mean that 

we will have specialist ministers caring for all ages in our community.  We will be seeking to develop our ministry to 

families and children through the introduction of the óMainly Musicô program and I know that Wendy would welcome 

more volunteers to help.   Meredith will be attempting to develop our aged care ministry by establishing more teams 

of people to help with the nursing home services and to increase our home visiting groups.   

 

There are going to be many challenges in the coming year and I would urge you to pray for all those who are leading 

the various groups.  Please also pray and ask if God wants YOU to step out into a new area of ministry. Remember 

there are many different roles to fulfill if we want to see the Kingdom of God grow. 

 

 Finally I would like to wish you all a safe and holy Christmas.  Do not let the commercialism of Christmas spoil the 

wonder of celebrating the wonderful gift that God has given us by sending his Son.  Jesus came into this world to 

reveal the glory of God. He came into this world to walk with us through the perils of life.  He came into this world to 

die upon the cross to pay the price for our sins. He came into this world to offer us the gift of eternal life.   

 

So we have much to celebrate. Let us join with the shepherds and the angels as they gave glory to God and spread 

the good news that the Glory of God has come upon us.

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   THE ROAD TO DUNOLLY:    Death and Foxes  

 
 Dunolly, a small gold rush town in country Victoria is known for its  
  69  kilogram ñWelcome Strangerò gold nugget and its close proximity to the   
  birth place of the Reverend John Flynn, founder of the Royal Flying Doctor  
  Service  [the ófaceô of our $20 note]. When I was young, these features  
  made Dunolly an  interesting place for me to visit. So when my cousin Jeff  
  and I were invited by our Aunt Eva to accompany her on a short drive to 
  Dunolly, I anticipated the certainty  of an exciting adventure. 

  
Aunt Eva was a quiet, kindly lady with sad dark eyes and a soft welcoming smile. She had a flair for 
ornate decoration and I found her distinctly mysterious yet engagingly lovely. At the impressionable 
age of seven,  I decided she was quite different form all my other relativesðfascinating and rather 
exotic.   For a short while she had owned a ladiesô dress shop in our town, which to me increased 
her standing considerably. 
 
A visitor to Evaôs home would find her seated grandly in the lounge room amongst gold painted 
cabinets, mirrors of rose tinted glass and gilded clocks. I usually arrived with her favourite nephew, 
Jeff.  Although we were obviously welcome guests I felt that our aunt was not quite sure what to do 
with us. Jeff would wind clocks and I would admire my lovely pink self in one of her mirrors.   
I discovered much later that her uncertainty was the sad legacy of her history.  She was a widow 
and all her children had died when they were very young. 
 
Eva owned a distinctive old car, a rotund, dull yellow vintage machine which she drove with great 
caution.  It was renowned for never having reached top gear, and travelling right 
in the middle of the road; not moving for anyone or anything.  It was into the 
back seat of this daunting conveyance that Jeff and I climbed for our day out to 
Dunolly.  Jeff must have been about 13 years old.ðaround the age when  
perfectly likeable little boys turn into cleverly annoying adolescents. 
 
Once in the car I found myself seated directly behind a dead fox.  Eva was  
wearing a fox fur stole around her neck and its beady brown eyes glared at me 
all the way to Dunolly.  Above the fox was an unruly collection of dark hair gathered unconvincingly 
into a big brown bun, on top of which nestled a small hat with tulle veil; fashionôs answer to  
Australiaôs flies and hot sun.  With rings and bracelets all securely in place, Evaôs gloved hands 
resolutely gripped the steering wheel. As if this scenery wasnôt enough for one small girl in one day, 
clever cousin Jeff kept up a constant whispering campaign of derogatory remarks about our aunts 
driving ability.  I was sure she could hear him and I became increasingly embarrassed.   
I desperately wished he would just shut-up. He was more disconcerting than the dead fox. 
 
At last the long straight stretch of road into Dunolly came into viewða good view from our vantage 
point right in the middle of the road!  Then up in front we could see a car coming towards us, the 
first we had seen all trip.  Jeff leant over and whispered delightedly in my ear, óhere comes a car, 
get ready to die!ô 
 
Perhaps I did die of fright and embarrassment for I remember little of the rest of the journey.  After a 
cup of tea in Dunolly and óa good lie downô in the car I fell asleep until we arrived safely  back home. 
 
Old Benjamin Franklin may have said, óin this world nothing can be certain, except death and taxesô  
Gold diggers, divines and doctors may agree, but perhaps he really meant óDeath and Foxesô. 
 
In ADVENT as CHRISTMAS approaches, you may like to consider how a family travelled the road 
to Bethlehem, to register for a census which would most naturally have been used for the purpose 
of taxation. How it is one described as ófoxô who ówants to killô.  How the work of God ómust go onô 
until the course is finished and we can say ñBlessed is the one who comes in the name of the 
Lord.ò  [Luke 2. 1-7 & 13. 31-35]
